**Please note, this Agreement is not effective until Campground has counter-signed the Agreement. 
1. Parties. This is a site service agreement (“Agreement”) between Bryan/North College Station KOA (“Campground”) and ________________________________________________________(“User”)
2. RV Site. Campground hereby provides services on RV Site No._________ (“Rv Site”) of Campground's property. Campground has the right upon twenty-four (24) hours' notice to relocate User to a substantially equivalent Lot on Campground's property. 
3. Term. The term of this Agreement shall commence on the date written bellow (“Effective Date”) and end on: ______________________ (the “Initial Term”). Unless terminated by either party, after the expiration of the Initial Term, this Agreement shall automatically continue on an extended stay basis. A 30-day departure notice is required to be eligible for deposit refund.
4. Park Rates and Other Charges. User shall pay Campground for use of the RV site and electricity usage $.15/KwH. This rate shall be paid in advance and without demand beginning on the Effective Date of this Agreement and thereafter as an extended stay. (Payments are due at reservation, check in ($100.00 Electric Deposit) and on every 28th day). Checks are not accepted. Cash, Credit or Debit Card only. The rate for use of the RV Site may be increased by giving advanced notice to User. If, on the day after the due date, User has not paid the total amount due under the terms of this Agreement, User will be notified of past due status by phone, email and/or text and User will have 24 hours to submit all payments or be considered in default of this Agreement. 
5. Electric Utility. User shall pay Campground, in accordance with the schedule for payment in paragraph 4, above, all electrical power charges used by User in connection with the use of RV Site. This amount is based on the variable/prevailing BTU Energy rate /kWh and is calculated by Campground according to TEX UTIL. CODE §184.034. The beginning meter reading as of the Effective Date of this Agreement is ______________. If, at any time during the term of this Agreement, User becomes delinquent in the payment of electric services, Campground shall withhold electric services until User pays the delinquent amount, pursuant to TEX UTIL. CODE § 184.034.
6.  Rules and Regulations. User and their guests, invitees and all occupants shall comply with the written rules and regulations provided to User. User agrees to comply with all state and federal laws, rules, ordinances, and regulations applicable to Campground's property.
7. Campground's Right to Terminate Agreement. Campground may terminate this Agreement for any or no reason by providing User a notice for User to, leave the RV Site (“Agreement Termination Notice”). User agrees to render peaceful possession of the RV Site to Campground with one (1) day of the date provided on the Agreement Termination Notice. The one (1) day notice shall not be required if termination is the result of an Act of Default (as defined below). 
8. Early Termination by User. Campground may recover as damages for User's early termination of this Agreement an amount equal to the amount that remains outstanding for the term of this Agreement.
9. Default by User. The Following acts constitute defaults by User (“Acts of Default”): a. Failing to timely pay the RV Site use rate, outlined in Paragraph 4, above , or other lawful charges when due under this agreement; b. Giving false information to Campground; c. User, User's guests and/or occupants failing to comply with this Agreement, Such as violating provisions of this Agreement or committing serious misconduct or criminal acts; d. Remaining on Property after giving notice of termination and intent to vacate; Remaining on the Property after Campground gave notice of termination at the end of the term or an Agreement Termination Notice, outlined in Paragraph 7, above. 
10. Towing Policy. Non-payment of site rent or services and or violations of rules can result in vehicles/ RV's being towed and impounded at the owner's expense. A 24-hour towing /impound will be posted on any and all vehicles to be removed.
11. Condition of RV Site. By executing this Agreement, User acknowledges and agrees that the RV Site is in good condition and is adequate for User's use. Upon termination or expiration of this Agreement, User agrees to surrender the RV Site to Campground in a similar, good condition. If User fails to leave the RV Site in good condition, Campground will assess reasonable charges to User for returning the RV Site to good condition.
12.  Assignment. User Shall NOT assign or sublet the RV Site hereunder to any person or persons. 
13.  Attorney's Fees. In the event any legal proceedings on any kind are instituted to collect unpaid rates, as outlined in Paragraph 4, above, or electrical charges, Campground may collect from User all reasonable costs and attorney's fees incurred by Campground in pursuing such action. Or in the event that an Attorney is not involved, Campground employee time will be charged at a rate of $150/hour. 
14.  Waiver. Campground's failure to insist on strict compliance with the terms or conditions of this Agreement shall not be deemed a waiver of that term or condition, nor shall any waiver or relinquishment of any right or power at any one time or times be deemed a waiver or relinquishment of the right or power for all or any other times. 
15.  Notices. All written notices and communications regarding this Agreement, including notices sent pursuant to TEX. PENAL CODE § 31.04(c), should be sent to the designated undersigned persons at the addresses as set forth below unless notified in writing to the contrary by the receiving party. The notice shall become effective as of the date of mailing by certified mail.
16.  Pets. Bryan/North College Station KOA allows Users to have three (3) pets on the property. User is responsible for the pet's behavior, waste, and noise level. User agrees to clean up after his or her pet and to be considerate of other RV park guests. User is liable for any damage or injury cause by his or her pet. 
17.  Credit Card on File. User will provide Campground with information for a valid credit card to keep on file. The credit card information will be used by Campground to initiate payment for Site Fee and Electrical use each 28 days. Campground may also us the card to charge User for cleaning and repairing the RV Site, as outlined in Paragraph 10, above, or if User vacated the RV site without paying Campground the total amount due under this Agreement. If Campground uses the credit card information for the reasons described above, Campground will provide User a statement of account listing the charges at the address noted below. In the event of reversal and/or denial of legitimate charges by User, a fee of $100 plus attorney fees will be charged.
18. Severability. If any provision of this Agreement is held illegal, void, or unenforceable in a judicial proceeding, such provision shall be severed and shall be inoperative, and the remainder of this Agreement shall remain operative and binding on the parties. 
19. NO LIABILITY. TO THE EXTENT PERMITTED BY LAW, USER HEREBY INDEMNIFIES, RELEASES, AND AGREES TO PROTECT AND HOLD HARMLESS CAMPGROUND, ITS OFFICERS, OWNERS, EMPLOYEES, AND AGENTS (“CAMPGROUND PARTIES”), FROM AND AGAINST ALL CLAIMS, CAUSES OF ACTION, AND/OR LIABILITY ARISING OUT OF OR RELATED TO USERS'S USE OF THE RV SITE, CAMPGROUND'S PROPERTY, AND/OR ANY CONDITION THEREON, WITHOUT LIMIT AND WITHOUT REGARD TO THE CAUSE OR CAUSES THEREOF OR THE GROSS NEGLIGENCE OF CAMPGROUND PARTIES. 

THEFT OF SERVICE AND CRIMINAL TRESPASS ACCORDING TO TEXAS PENAL CODE SECTION 31.04, a person commits theft of service if, with intent to avoid payment of service that the actor knows is provided only for compensation, the actor intentionally or knowingly secures the performance of the service by agreeing to provide compensation and, after the service is rendered, fails to make full payment after receiving notice demanding payment. “Intent to avoid payment” is presumed if the actor absconded without paying for the service or expressly refused to pay for the service in circumstances where payment is ordinarily made immediately upon rendering of the service, as in recreational vehicle parks. That is any guest who leaves without paying for site services or who refuses to pay for site services when due may be subject to criminal prosecution. We will prosecute any violations under the “THEFT OF SERVICE LAW.”

 ACCORDING TO TEXAS PENAL CODE SECTION 30.05, a person commits an offense if the person enters or remains on or in property of another, including a recreational vehicle park, without effective consent and the person had notice that the entry was forbidden, or received notice to depart but failed to do so. That is, any guest who receives notice to leave and refuses to do so may subject to criminal prosecution. If we ask you to leave, you must vacate Campground's property. We will prosecute any violations under the “CRIMINAL TRESSPASS LAW.” 
20. This Agreement provides User with a revocable license to the property, which may be revoked at any time for any reason.
21. This Agreement becomes effective only when Campground has signed the Agreement and returns it to Use

RV SITE SERVICES AGREEMENT
Deposits/Site Rate: 
1. A deposit equal to the first 28-day site fee is required to hold your reservation.  A valid credit card will be kept on file for the purpose of automatic payment of your electric bill and site fee every 28 days. if you cancel your reservation more than 30 days prior to arrival, the deposit is refundable. If less than 30 days prior to arrival then deposit is refundable minus a $300 cancellation fee.
2.  A $100 Damage/Electric Deposit is collected at check-in and is retained for the length of your stay. This Deposit will be refunded to your credit card when you check out if you provide a 30-day notice and your site is left in good condition and all accounts are clear. 
3. Sites are based on 2 adults and 2 Children (0-17 years). Additional adults are $50 and additional children 0-17 years are $25.
4. Electricity is metered at your site and is charged to you at the current kilowatt/hour rate. (See Part B – Item 5 and Electrical Meter Reading section below.) 
Site Renewals: 
1. Site fees is paid by credit or debit card only and your card will remain on file for future electric and month rent billing. CHECKS and CASH ARE NOT ACCEPTED. 
2. Site renewals are billed every 28 days
3. Partial payments for site fees are NOT allowed. 
4. You are considered late on the day after your renewal is due. We will attempt to contact you by text, email and a note on your door. If we receive no response within 24 hours you will be asked to leave. (See Towing policy below.)
5. We do not prorate or issue refunds for unused portions of reservations.
 Mail Service:
1. You may NOT use the campground address for personal mail, it will be returned to sender. 
2. The US Postal Service WILL NOT forward mail addressed to a campground. 
3. Packages shipped via FedEx, UPS, USPS or other delivery services are received at the front office. We will sign for these packages unless otherwise instructed. 
Electric Meter Readings: 
1. Meters are read and recorded on the day you check in.

 2. Meters are read every 28 days and the Credit card you have on file will be charged at the current kilowatt hour rate. 
               3. Guests are expected to keep their credit card information up to date. 
Internet:
1. Public Internet services available for the use of all guests at Bryan/North College Station, KOA. 

              RV and Site Appearance: 
1. Your RV must be in good repair, good physical appearance with no visible damage, rust, mildew, peeling paint, broken/boarded windows including NO window AC units NO GENERATORS, COMPRESSORS, HEAT PUMP, OR HYDRONIC HEATING SYSTEMS ARE ALLOWED. Heaters and Air Conditioners can only be run by propane or electricity, NO EXCEPTIONS. (Your heating system may be quiet inside your RV, However, the sound from your blowers, etc. travels to your neighbors RV). Please be considerate of your neighbors, so we do not have to ask you to leave. 
2. Legal/Licensed, roadworthy, and be certified by RVIA or RPTIA. Able to move your RV at anytime with no exception or prior notice. Management has complete discretion as to whether your RV meets these guidelines.
3.  A sewer hose “donut” or “L” connector is required. 
4. Washing your RV permitted. You must use a grip sprayer on the water hose. 
5. Dog Fences are permitted after management approval. No stakes are allowed. Fences must be secured with weights only. You Need to remove fences each week for mowing. 
6. Portable gazebos and canopies require management approval before being set up, and must be placed on a hard surface only and secure with minimum of 30 lbs. of weight on each leg. No stakes are allowed.
7. Portable Satellite dishes are allowed, but must be weighted down. If on the grass, they must be moved for mowing. 
8. Construction of decks, sheds, or any other structure is prohibited. You may not alter the appearance of the site at any time This includes the additions of plants, gravel or stepping stones. Planters are allowed on hard surfaces only and must be well maintained. Parking on the grass is Considered altering the site. You will be charged a $200 penalty for any damage to the grass/underground irrigation system and the site. 
9. RV skirting must be vinyl snap on type specifically designed for an RV and approved by management.
10.  Clothes lines, hammocks and other items may NOT be tied to our trees. 
11. Off the ground fire bowls are allowed but must have a spark arresting cover and are not allowed on the grass. Chimneys are not allowed. Do not leave your fire unattended. Fire must be completely extinguished after each use. You are responsible for emptying ashes in designated area. Please see office /guest service staff for location. 
12.  No outside appliances are permitted on your site. Please keep outside storage to a minimum and stored at the back and underneath your RV, preferably in plastic containers. Periodically, you may be

asked to pick- up your site. A $50.00 cleaning fee will be charged if maintenance has to clean up your site of debris or pet waste. 
13. Holiday decorations are allowed, and even encouraged. Decorations must be contained on your site and NO stakes are allowed. Management has complete discretion as to whether your decorations are appropriate. Please be considerate of your neighbors when decorating and turn them off at quiet hours, from 10:00 PM – 7:00 AM 
14.  Trash is picked up and needs to be at the end of your site by 10:00am. Trash should be in secured Trash bags. Do not leave trash out overnight. A dumpster is available near the front entrance for your trash. No mattresses, large items, electronics or hazardous materials, (paint, oil, etc.) are allowed. 
15.  Your site should be free of litter, including cigarette butts at all times. 

Vehicles: 
1. Speed limit in the park is 5MPH at all times and strictly enforced. 
2. You are allowed your RV and up to two vehicles. Golf carts and motorcycles are considered one of your vehicles if you have one. You may NOT park your extra vehicle(s) on the grass or in any unoccupied site. You must have a site tag for each vehicle. 
3. Offsite storage is recommended for boats, cargo trailers, etc. that will not fit within the two spaces at your site. Bryan/ North College Station KOA does not have storage spaces available. Check with the office for nearby storage facilities. 
4.  In order to maintain a pleasant looking campground, we ask that any broken-down cars or “works in progress” be removed from the campground. If a vehicle has not moved in a week or more, we will consider it a “junker” and ask you to remove it. You will have 24 hours to do so or it will be towed. 
5. NO mechanical work (changing oil,etc.) is allowed. 
6. No parking in any empty site. 
7. Do not park in the roadways at any time!
8. Golf carts- We do allow the use of electric privately owned golf carts on property. 1. Proof of insurance is required. 2. Carts can only be operated by licensed drivers. 3. Speed is 5mph in the park is strictly enforced. 4. Golf carts may not be parked in the roadways or on the grass. 

Pets: 
IMPORTANT: Please beware that coyotes, snakes and birds of prey have been seen in the area and could potentially pose a threat to your pet. DO NOT leave them outside unattended. 
1. Extended Stay Guests are allowed a total of three (3) pets. 
2. Pets are not allowed in KOA buildings or pool area. Service animals must be registered with the office and must always wear their service vest in community buildings.

3. Birds, rodents, and reptiles must be kept in your RV at all times, and in a cage. 
4. All pets outside must be on a leash at all times no longer than six feet. Pets may be off leash in the dog park only. If your pet is tied up outside you must also be outside. Please use the designated areas to exercise your pets. Always clean up after your pets including in the dog park.

5. Nuisance/ Aggressive pets will not be tolerated. If there are issues or complaints your pet will not be allowed to remain at the park. 
6. Dog owners are solely responsible for their dog's behavior. Bryan/North College Station KOA is not responsible for any incident involving your pet. 

Conduct:
1. Quiet hours are from 10:00 PM to 7:00 AM. Please be considerate of your neighbors. 
2. Loud, disorderly, or unlawful conduct or conduct that disturbs or threatens the rights, comfort, or convenience of others in or near the property will not be tolerated. 
3. Violence or the threat of violence will not be tolerated.
4. The consumption of alcohol is allowed at the park for guests 21 and older. You are responsible for yours and your guest's behavior. Please drink responsibly. You will be to any applicable state, county and city laws. 
5. The possession, sale or manufacturing of illegal drugs/substances or drug paraphernalia on the RV site or anywhere else on the property is strictly prohibited and the offender will be asked to leave the campground. 
6. Possession of explosives or other dangerous, materials is prohibited. 
7. Storage of hazardous materials on the Rv site or on the property is prohibited. 
8. Illegal activity of any kind will not be tolerated at Bryan/ North College Station KOA. If the police are called to your site for any disturbance caused by you or your guest, you may be asked to leave the park immediately. 
9. Smoking is not allowed in KOA buildings. Please dispose of cigarette butts properly. 

Visitors/Facilities Use: 
1. All visitors must register at the front office before going to your site and obtain a “Visitor Car Tag” to display in their vehicle while on the campground. Family and friends who are visiting you are allowed to use the facilities. Maximum occupancy at your site is 6 people. This includes yourself and those registered with you. If you have 3 people in your original reservation, you may have 3 guests for the day.
2. Visitors staying overnight are required to register as a guest and additional person daily fee will apply. Adults $10, 0 Through 17 - $5.00 per night. Visitors staying longer than 3 days must be approved by the management. 
3. Visitors are permitted to use the pool, community room, etc. only while in your presence.
4. Visitors must park at your site or where directed by management. Do not allow your visitor to park in roadway or on grass at any time. 

Theft or Damage: 
1. Bryan/ North College Station KOA is not responsible for any theft or damage to your property.

Contractors/Service Technicians: 
1. Any work being performed on site by any contractor/service technicians must have approval by management. 
2. All contractors/service technicians must provide proof of a current business license and have a Certificate of liability insurance on file in the campground office before performing work. 

Guest Businesses: 
A. Operating a business from your RV is prohibited if any of the following apply: 
A. Clients must come to your RV for service or products. 
B. Your business requires frequent deliveries. 

Management reserves the right to change these guidelines at any time and/ or refuse service for any reason.
