


SEASONAL LICENSE AND SERVICES AGREEMENT
[bookmark: _Hlk173933052][bookmark: _Hlk156402049]This Seasonal License and Services Agreement (hereinafter referred to as the “License Agreement”) made and entered into this __________ day of _______________, 20___, is between Lewis Camping Resorts, LLC d/b/a Sallisaw/Ft Smith W KOA (hereinafter referred to as “Campground” or “Licensor”) and ____________________________________ (hereinafter referred to as “Camper” or “Licensee”). This License Agreement is a revocable license for the use of one campsite (hereinafter also referred to as “Site”) 
LICENSE PERIOD: This License Agreement will be for a license period expected to begin on ______, 20__ and ending after twenty-eight (28 Days) with the option to renew with Licensor approval (hereinafter the “License Period) 
SITE: This License Agreement is for the license to use site _______ as a recreational campsite for one self-contained Recreational Vehicle. Camper shall comply with any and all rules and laws affecting the cleanliness, use, occupancy and preservation of the site as referenced hereunder as Rules and Regulations, Guidelines, Registration Information, (hereinafter “Rules”), Waivers and Authorizations attached hereto and incorporated herein, and as implemented by the Campground from time to time, and which may be amended at Campground’s discretion.  Note: Site perimeters are determined solely by Campground and may be altered and amended at any time for any reason. Licensee certifies that they have personally inspected the Site and agree to accept in its present condition. Campground reserves the right of access to the Site at any time for the purposes of inspection, repairs, maintenance or improvements, communicating with Licensee, or any other lawful purpose. However, this provision shall not be construed to impose any duty on Campground to inspect the Site or make repairs.
SITE SERVICES: The Campground shall provide to Licensee: water, trash, septic, and high-speed internet and general supervision through the dates of this License Period. Please note that the Site Services does not include electric. Licensee shall pay Campground all electrical power charges used by Camper in connection with their use of the Site. The amount will be calculated by Campground pursuant to the Oklahoma Corporation Commission. The beginning meter reading as of the Effective Date of this Agreement is _________. If, at any time during the term of this Agreement, Licensee becomes delinquent in the payment of electric services, Campground shall withhold electric services until Camper pays the delinquent amount, pursuant to. OKLAHOMA ADMINISTRATION CODE § 165:45-11-2
LICENSE FEE: The Licensee agrees to pay to Licensor Campground a nonrefundable license fee of $________, which must be paid in full every 28 days. Any payments received towards license fee are non-refundable. Late payments will be subject to a $15 late fee. Continued non-payment or failure to be paid in full every 28 days, may lead to the revocation of this License 
RENEWAL: If Licensee would like to renew their license after the initial term, they may have the option to renew this License Agreement. Please note that renewal is not guaranteed and is within the discretion of Campground. 
RIGHT TO TERMINATE LICENSE: By signing this agreement, Licensee acknowledges that the Campground has the right to terminate this License Agreement for any reason at any time. Please be advised that the Campground Rules are established to ensure the quiet enjoyment of the Campground by all our guests. In general, the Campground will not tolerate intentional or repetitive Campground Rule Violations or any onerous, noxious, or offensive activity of any sort that could interrupt or adversely affect the quiet enjoyment of other parties utilizing our Campground. In the event Campground decides to terminate this agreement or if such breach or activities mentioned above occur, the Campground will give notice to the parties responsible for such activities that they will be required to immediately vacate the Campground under Oklahoma Penal Code Title 21 § 1835.1, without a refund. If the parties refuse to vacate the premises, the Campground will have the right to call law enforcement, which can result in a criminal charge under Oklahoma Penal Code Title 21 § 1835.1 Upon Termination and Revocation of the License, Campground reserves the right to remove the RV Unit and all personal property to a storage area. All past due fees and reasonable moving and storage fees incurred will be due to Campground. After forty-eight (48) hours after vacating the property and upon reasonable belief, pursuant to Oklahoma Penal Code Title 47 § 954A, Campground may remove the RV Unit or any other vehicle off the property by calling law enforcement, who will remove said property by any means necessary. 
SUBLETTING AND AIRBNB: The Camper is prohibited from subletting or Airbnb-ing the Site. At least one (1) registered Camper must be at the site at all times if registered guests or visitors are visiting. Failure to follow this provision will result in immediate removal without refund. 
SURRENDER OF SITE: Upon the expiration of the License Period hereof or revocation of this License Camper shall surrender the Site in as good a state and condition as it was at the commencement of this License Agreement. All changes and improvements to the site left upon surrender will become the sole possession of the Campground after thirty (30) days. Failure to leave the Site clean and ready for the next Camper will result in a fee for Damage.
ABANDONMENT: Any vehicle left on the Campground property for more than forty-eight (48) hours after termination of Camper’s License Agreement, will be considered abandoned under Oklahoma Penal Code Title 47 § 954A.  As such, the Campground will have the right to exercise its rights under Oklahoma Penal Code Title 47 § 954A, and contact law enforcement to remove the abandoned vehicle by any means necessary. 
FORCE MAJEURE: Campground will not be liable for any failure or delay in performing an obligation under this Agreement that is due to any of the following causes, as determined by the Campground, to the extent beyond its reasonable control: acts of God, accident, riots, war, terrorist act, epidemic, pandemic, quarantine, civil commotion, breakdown of communication facilities, breakdown of web host, breakdown of internet service provider, natural catastrophes, governmental acts or omissions, changes in laws or regulations, national strikes, fire, explosion, generalized lack of availability of raw materials or energy.
ASSIGNMENT: Camper shall not assign this License Agreement. An unauthorized assignment shall be absolutely null and void and shall cause the revocation of this License Agreement. Campground retains the right to assign and delegate the benefits and obligations of this License Agreement to any third party.
COUNTERPARTS: The parties agree that this License Agreement may be executed in one or more counterparts including, without limitation, a counterpart bearing a facsimile signature or signature in PDF format, each of which shall be deemed an original, and all of which together shall constitute a single instrument. The parties agree that a facsimile or PDF signature page may serve as an original for any purpose. 
PETS:, Camper is fully responsible and liable for their Pets. Pets must be under the supervision and control of their owner at all times—no exceptions and may not be left unattended. Pets must be leashed at all times, and owners must have possession of said leash at all times. Pets must not be aggressive. Camper may be removed for any reason under the Campground’s discretion, however, Camper can be removed if: their Pet is too loud; their Pet causes destruction to the Campground or Site; their Pet defecates on Campground facilities; their Pet harms another Pet or person; the Camper doesn’t have control of their Pet; etc. 
CHILDREN: Children under the age of fourteen (14) must be under their parent or guardian’s supervision at all times. Campers will be liable for any destruction or action by their child or minor. Campers can be removed for any reason under the Campground’s discretion, however, a Camper may be removed if their child or minor is: underage drinking; exhibiting inappropriate behavior; using violence against another individual; destructing the Site or Campground; bullying other children or person(s); caught stealing or breaking the law; or being a nuisance to others. 
CREDIT CARD ON FILE: Camper will provide Campground with information for a valid credit card to keep on file. The credit card information will be used by Campground in the event that Campground must charge Camper for cleaning or repairing the Site or if Camper vacates the Site without paying Campground the total amount due under this Agreement. If Campground uses the credit card information for the reasons described above, Campground will provide Camper a statement of account listing the charges at the address noted below. 
INDEMNIFICATION: Camper enters into this License Agreement of Camper’s own free will and assumes all risk and liability of any kind resulting from Camper’s use of the campsite and premises. Licensor shall not be liable for any damage or injury of or to the Camper, Family, Day or Overnight Visitors, invitees, licensees, agents or employees or to any person entering the Site or premises of which the site are a part or to goods or equipment, or in the structure or equipment of the structure of which the Site is part, and Camper hereby agrees to indemnify, defend and hold Licensor harmless from any and all claims or assertions of every kind and nature. Camper understands that being involved in camping and activities comes with the risk of injury or death or damage to personal property. Camper acknowledges that they are knowingly and voluntarily participating in camping and activities which give rise to these risks including, but not limited to: building and maintaining campfires; staying and being outdoors; campfires or fires in general; dangerous animals or insects; weather related incidents; bodies of water on or around the grounds; use of pools; use of outdoor recreational activities such as pickleball or the dog park; use of the workout facilities on the grounds; outdoor terrain and dangerous vegetation; recreational amenities; and the use of knives, hatchets, axes, and saws. Camper acknowledges that they have read the following Agreement and agree to its terms and conditions. If Camper signs on behalf of a minor, they consent that they are the parent or legal guardian of said minor. Licensee enters into this License Agreement of Licensee’s own free will and assumes all risk and liability of any kind resulting from Licensee’s use of the Site and Premises.
CAMPGROUND IS NOT LIABLE FOR INJURY TO ANY PERSON, OR FOR LOSS OR DAMAGE TO ANY PROPERTY (INCLUDING LICENSEE’S PROPERTY) OCCURRING IN OR ABOUT THE SITE FROM ANY CAUSE WHATSOEVER, INCLUDING THE NEGLIGENCE OF CAMPGROUND. LICENSEE AGREES TO JOINTLY AND SEVERALLY INDEMNIFY CAMPGROUND AGAINST AND HOLD CAMPGROUND HARMLESS FROM ANY AND ALL LOSS, DAMAGE, LIABILITY AND EXPENSE (INCLUDING REASONABLE ATTORNEYS FEES AND OTHER COSTS INCURRED IN CONNECTION WITH DEFENDING ANY CLAIM) RESULTING FROM ANY ACTUAL OR ALLEGED INJURY TO ANY PERSON OR FROM ANY ACTUAL OR ALLEGED LOSS OF OR DAMAGE TO ANY PROPERTY (INCLUDING LICENSEE’S PROPERTY) ARISING OUT OF THE USE OF THE SITE BY LICENSEE, OR CAUSED BY OR RESULTING FROM ANY ACT OR OMISSION OF ANY THIRD PARTY (INCLUDING CRIMINAL ACTS), OR CAUSED BY OR RESULTING FROM THE NEGLIGENCE CAMPGROUND. THE INDEMNIFICATION SHALL SURVIVE THE EXPIRATION OR SOONER TERMINATION OF THIS LICENSE AGREEMENT. THIS INCLUDES THE ADDITIONAL STORAGE AREA(S) IF APPLICABLE.
GOVERNING LAW; VENUE: This License Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Oklahoma. In the event of any action brought to enforce or declare the meaning of this Agreement, venue shall be in the County and State in which the Property is located.
SEVERABILITY: If any part or term of this License Agreement shall be deemed invalid or unenforceable by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of this License Agreement shall remain in full force and effect. Camper and Campground irrevocably agree that this License Agreement shall be enforceable under the laws of the State of Oklahoma and submit to jurisdiction of said Court.  
CRIMINAL TRESPASS
ACCORDING TO OKLAHOMA PENAL CODE TITLE 21 SECTION 1835.1,  no person shall willfully enter or remain upon the premises after being expressly forbidden to do so in the manner provided for in this section. Any person convicted of violating the provisions of this section, upon conviction, shall be guilty of trespass and shall be punished by a fine of not more than Two Hundred Fifty Dollars ($250.00) or by confinement in the county jail for a term of not more than thirty (30) days, or by both such fine and imprisonment. We will prosecute any violations under the “CRIMINAL TRESPASS LAW”.
You are at least 21 years of age and are competent to contract in your name. You have read this release before signing and fully understand the contents, meaning, and impact of this release. 
I have read, understand and hereby agree to the terms and conditions of this license agreement, and attachments and understand I am bound by those terms. I understand failure to abide by the rules and regulations may result in immediate revocation of my Seasonal License and I will be ejected from the Campground and asked to remove all personal property immediately.

Nonetheless, I assume all related risks, both known and unknown. Campground is not responsible for errors, omissions, acts, or failures to act pertaining to any party or entity conducting a specific event or activity. I fully understand that this is a release of liability that waives certain rights I possess. I agree to voluntarily give up, or waive any right that I otherwise have, to bring legal action against Campground for any personal injury or property damage whatsoever for negligence on the part of Campground, its agents, and employees. This waiver and release of liability shall remain in effect for the duration of my presence at the Campground.

MEDICAL TREATMENT: I hereby consent to receive medical treatment deemed necessary if I am injured or require medical attention during my participation in the Activities. I understand and agree that I am solely responsible for all costs related to such medical treatment and any related medical transportation and/or evacuation. I hereby release, forever discharge, and hold harmless the Campground from any claim based on such treatment or other medical services.
ENTIRE AGREEMENT: This Release constitutes the sole and entire agreement of the Campground and me with respect to the subject matter contained herein and supersedes all prior and contemporaneous understandings, agreements, representations, and warranties, both written and oral, with respect to such subject matter. If any term or provision of this Release is invalid, illegal, or unenforceable in any jurisdiction, such invalidity, illegality, or unenforceability shall not affect any other term or provision of this Release or invalidate or render unenforceable such term or provision in any other jurisdiction.
CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM: This Release is binding on and shall inure to the benefit of the Campground and me and their respective successors and assigns. All matters arising out of or relating to the making or performance of this Release whether sounding in contract, tort or statute shall be governed by and construed in accordance with and enforced under the internal laws of the State of Pennsylvania including its statute of limitations without giving effect to any choice or conflict of law provisions thereof to the extent such principles or rules would require or permit the application of the laws of any jurisdiction other than those of the State of Pennsylvania. Any claim or cause of action arising under this Release may be brought only in the federal and state courts located in Denver, Pennsylvania and I hereby consent to the exclusive jurisdiction of such courts.
