General Policies for Winter Long Term Campers

THIS IS NOT A LEASE

· Our 2025-2026 Winter Season runs from October 1, 2025 – April 30, 2026
· This is a campground.   This is not a residence and there are NO permanent guests or residents.   All long-term campers are temporary guests, just like any other campers, regardless of their length of stay.   Colorado tenancy laws do not apply.  Your reservation may be cancelled for violation of campground policies or at the discretion of the General Manager and you will be required to leave the property immediately without a refund.
· The campground address may not be used to receive mail, register vehicles, obtain driver’s licenses, enroll in school or any other official business.  All address verifications will be denied.   Use of this address will result in non-renewal and/or immediate checkout.
· Package delivery: You may receive Fed Ex and UPS packages for delivery to the front office only.   Please check with the staff if you are expecting a delivery.  We will attempt to notify you of its arrival.   Packages will be placed outside the front door of the office for pickup after office hours.   Packages not picked up within reasonable time will be returned to the carrier.   You may not receive USPS mail of any kind at the campground.   ALL USPS mail will be returned to sender.  
· Site Fee Deposit: The first month’s site fees are due in advance at the time the reservation is made.   The deposit is non-refundable.
· Electricity Deposit: With the exception of Riverfront Camping Cabins, all RV sites and Cabins for the 2025/2026 Winter Season will require a $250.00 electricity deposit at the time the reservation is made.   Riverfront Cabins will have a $250.00 electric deposit that covers the last month of the guest’s stay and will not be refunded.  If the guest reserves and stays thru there full reservation the electric deposit will be refunded and the last months electric will be charged to the card on file.  If the guest reserves for the Winter Season, but departs before the end of there full reservation the deposit will be forfeited.
· Application Timeline: We are currently accepting applications for the 2025/2026 Winter Season.  Applications will be first-come/first-served.  All applications must include a photo of the RV parked on the campground.  Previous Winter Season guests are not guaranteed a site for the upcoming season.
· Cell Phone: All guests need to have a valid cell phone number so that we can reach them if needed.
· Monthly Charge Procedure: You must have a valid credit card on file.   We will charge your card each month for the anniversary of your arrival for your site fees and electricity usage from the previous month.   If you need to change your card on file or make any other adjustments, please let us know before the charge date.   Receipts will be available on request.   There is a $25 per day late fee charged if your card is declined.
· Camping Equipment: All guests must have vehicles capable of moving their RV.   No tarps covering the RV are permitted.  Materials used for skirting must be securely fastened to the RV and the ground.  No hay or straw may be used as it attracts rodents.   All skirting and insulation materials must be taken with you when you leave.   You may not dispose of them in the campground dumpsters.
· Snow Removal: Guest are responsible for snow removal around their RV, including access to the electric, water and sewer connections.
· NOTE: Water connections have heated rods inserted that must remain plugged into the electric panel throughout the Winter Season.   ALL RV’S MUST USE A HEATED HOSE.  Do not unplug the water heating rods!

· Quiet Hours: Quiet hours are between 10:00 p.m. – 7:00 a.m.  Guests who do not register to the site need to be off the park during those times.   If we get noise complaints, you will be asked to leave.   Violence of any kind, including verbal threats, will result in police being called and not being renewed and/or checked out immediately.
· Roads: The speed limit is 5 mph through the entire park.  Please take care when driving through the park.  Stop at all stop signs and yield to pedestrians and snow removal equipment.
· Extra Vehicles: You are allowed one RV and one vehicle on-site.   Your vehicle needs to fit onto your site.   No parking on the road or on the grass.   Utility trailers or extra vehicles, with prior approval by management, are allowed for an additional $60 per month each but must fit onto your site.   You may park in designated areas but may not park extra vehicles on the grass or in unoccupied sites.   Any vehicles/trailers not parked in your site must have a parking pass hanging, so we can identify who it belongs to.   All vehicles and trailers need to be licensed, insured, and in drivable condition.   Only one RV per site.  Attempting to add a second RV to a site (even as storage) is not allowed.   Vehicles and trailers not on your site need to have valid parking passes displayed.   At no time, may empty adjacent sites be used for parking.
· Towing Policy: This is a private campground.   Non-payment of parking or services and or violations of rules can result in vehicles being towed and impounded at the owner’s expense.  A 24-hour towing/impounding notice will be posted on all vehicles to be removed.
· Pets: Pet fees are $100/monthly/pet.  Aggressive pets are not permitted at the Steamboat Springs KOA Holiday.  Long term campers are allowed a total of two pets.   Birds, rodents, and reptiles must always be kept in your RV and in a cage.  All pets must be on a leash with an owner on the other end.  Please use the designated areas to exercise your pets.   Always clean up after your pets.  Do not allow your pets to use the site as their bathroom.  If your pet is outside, you must also be outside.  If your dog bites someone or shows aggression the dog will be required to be removed from the park.   Decision of the General Manager is final.
· Fencing: The placement of any type of fencing (including pet play areas) is not allowed.
· Outside Storage: If it does not fit in your RV or tow vehicle while in transit, then it does not belong in the campground.   Per KOA regulations, no outside appliances are permitted on your site (chest freezers/refrigerators).
· Trash Removal: Please place your bagged garbage inside the provided dumpsters.  Only camping trash is permitted.   No dumping.   Boxes must be collapsed before disposal.   At season’s end, you may not dispose of insulating materials in the campground dumpsters.   You must take all insulation materials with you.
· Restrooms & Laundry: The restrooms and laundry are for registered guests only.   Codes change every Tuesday and can be obtained from the front office.  We will also email all monthly guests with new code information.   If you do not receive email each week, please let us know, so we can update your email information.   Please report trespassers to the office immediately.
·  Illegal Activity: Illegal activity of any kind will not be tolerated.   If the police are called to the site for any disturbance, the site will not be renewed and may be checked out immediately.
· Theft or Damage: The Steamboat Springs KOA Holiday is not responsible for any theft or damage to your property.   If it is at all valuables to you, lock it up.  Please secure all your belongings. 
· Contractors: Any work being performed on-site by any contractor must have prior approval by General Manager.   All contractors must provide proof of license and documents of liability insurance to Steamboat Springs KOA Holiday.

2025/2026 Winter Seasonal Rate Information


The following items apply to all sites and cabins:

· Winter Season runs from October 1, 2025 – April 30, 2026.   All guests must depart on April 30, 2025.
· Electric Deposit: With exception of the Riverfront Camping Cabins, all reservation will also include $250 electricity deposit.   Riverfront Camping Cabins will have a $250 electric deposit that covers the last month of the guests stay.
· Site Cleanup Deposit: There is a security deposit of $250 for departure site cleanup.   The deposit will be returned upon departure if your site is cleared of all personal items, trash, insulating materials, etc. (You must take all insulating materials with you as you leave; you may not dispose of them in the campground’s dumpsters).  Additionally, the site must be sufficiently cleared of ice and snow, so that it may be occupied by another guest immediately.  If the guest reserves for the Winter Season, but departs before the end of the Winter Season, the deposit will be forfeited.
· Rates are based on 2 guests per site/cabin.  Additional guests (up to 6 total) are $30 per person per month.
· Each RV site has space allotted for one vehicle in addition to the RV.  Cabins have space allotted for one vehicle ONLY.   Additional vehicles are $60 a month.   All vehicles must fit on the RV site/cabin parking area.   
· Rates include water (as applicable), sewer, WIFI and cable tv.   Metered electricity is charged as a pass-through, meaning we charge you what we are charged by Yampa Valley Electric Authority.
· Pet fee is $100 per month, per pet.
· Background checks will be run and requires a $50.00 fee which must be paid in advance.
· Snow removal from your site is your responsibility, providing your own tools to do so.  Remember: the site must be sufficiently cleared of ice and snow when you depart to receive your security deposit back.

Rates:

· Full Hookup RV Sites: $1,299.00 per month (+metered electricity)
· Electric Only RV Sites: $1,052.50 per month (+metered electricity)
· Riverfront Camping Cabins: $1,200.00 per month, plus $250 per month for electric (Sleeps 2 people with a max of 1 vehicle)
· Kottages (KT7, KT8 and KT9): $1,599.00 per month (+metered electricity) ½ bath, kitchenette (Sleeps up to 4 people with a max of 1 vehicle)
· Lodge (L102): $2,150.00 per month (+metered electricity) Two story cabin has a full bath and kitchen (Sleeps up to 6 people with a max of 1 vehicle)
· Lodge (L101): $2,728.95 per month (+metered electricity) 2 Story Lodge has a full bathroom and kitchen (sleeps up to 6 people with a max of 1 vehicle)
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
